Carpool Procedures
Dear Parents:

While helping your children become successful students is a major responsibility for the Fuquay-Varina Elementary School staff, keeping your children safe at school is equally important.  If procedures are not established and followed, the safety and security of children may be jeopardized.  Therefore, we ask you to comply with the following carpool procedures.
Please adhere to the following:

1. Students not in our Early Arrival Program are unable to be adequately supervised if they arrive before 8:45 AM.  Students should arrive between 8:45 and 9:10.  Arrival during this time will ensure that supervision is available and that students will have adequate time to get to their rooms before instruction begins.

2. Drop students off in the morning using only the circular drive on the south (left) side of the building (near the cafeteria).  Adult and student safety patrol members will be present at the proper unloading area to assure that your child is safely directed to class.  Only students in the Early Arrival Program and Safety Patrol will be allowed to enter the building before 8:45 AM.

3. The circular drive in front of the school is reserved for school buses only.  Cars and pedestrians who enter the bus area create a traffic safety hazard as well as a hazard for students.  Please do not use this area for carpool.

4. In the afternoon, carpool students will be dismissed from the cafeteria beginning at 3:45 PM.  Staff members will be on duty in the carpool area to supervise waiting students, direct traffic and help load students into waiting cars.  Parents should not leave their cars to try to walk the child to the car.  This may cause children to run into traffic to meet approaching parents.

5. The north end of the building is neither a pick-up nor a drop-off area.  Because of a shortage of supervisory staff members, we do not supervise this area and do not want to compromise your child’s safety.  

6. Please do not wait in the lobby or go to your child’s classroom at dismissal time.  Such daily visits interrupt valuable learning time for all the children and cause unnecessary congestion in the hallways.  If you need to check your child out early, please come to the office and we will call the child’s room.  This also reduces the opportunity for uninvited visitors to be in our building at a time when confusion is most likely to occur.  Please reserve early pickup for emergencies only as we work to protect instructional time.

7. Parents are encouraged to stay in their cars in the carpool line.  You will receive more information regarding carpool during the first week of school.

We appreciate your patience as we work to establish the safest arrival and dismissal routine possible.  Remember the safety and security of our children comes before our own personal convenience.  Thank you for adhering to FVES procedures.
